e Summer is a better time for solar energy because we get
longer days and less cloud cover. But the best time for
solar cells is a cold clear day in the winter, because the
PV module, like other solid state electronics, has less
resistance to electricity due to the depressed tempera-
ture, and can send more current.

* |n the basement of lzzy's, there are a number of things
going on with that electricity captured from the sun.
Because of the nature of Izzy’s solar panels, 16 golf cart
batteries are used to store electricity. From there, elec-
tricity needs to be converted from DC to AC to be used
by the shop. And then on days like February 20th, and
only if the solar panels are producing more than enough
electricity to meet the shop’s needs, electricity is sold
back to the power grid. Most of the time the electricity
produced by the cells supplements lzzy‘s need for power
to drive freezers, ice cream making machines, light
bulbs, etc..

Ralph’s company is Innovative Power Systems. They
can be found on the web at www.ips-solar.com, with links
to various projects for which he has been the prime con-
tributor. Ralph has been in business now for 15 years, and
due to our country’s energy crisis, is finally starting to see
his business take off.

Ralph hasn’t seen much of a profit over the years, but
currently has nine employees. He installs both electrical
and heating systems. As he told me between facts, “Me,
I'm a true believer, and I've wanted to make a career in
solar energy all my life, and by gosh | was going to do it
some way, some how.”
